Cancer (the crab) represented the Redeemed,
protected like a crab with its outer shell and
holding firm to the gospel with its claws.

Leo (the lion) represented Jesus, the Lion of
Judabh.

Virgo (the virgin) represented the Virgin
Mary, the mother of our Lord and Savior.

Libra (the scales) represented the Final
Judgment.

Scorpio (the scorpion) represented Satan,
with his sting of deceit and rebellion.

Sagittarius (the archer) represented the
Triumphant Christ who defeats Satan.

Arabic tradition claims the signs of the zodiac
came from Seth and Enoch. The antiquity of
the zodiac can’t be determined since it exists

as far back as we can trace history.

Not only is music the universal language, but in
most parts of the world even the word used to
convey “music” is universally understood.
